Many of the children come from families where the father has a very poorly paid job, even if he can get regular work, the mother mostly looks after the home and, more often than not, looks after elderly and sick parents as well.  


Sister recognises the need for children, in the modern world, to have knowledge of and practical skills in the use of computers.   Her aim is to turn out students who can then go on to higher secondary studies and obtain well-paid jobs, in other words give her students as much opportunity as possible to compete on an equal footing.


Sister has sent us a photo of some of the students with the one of the two computers the school owns.  As the electricity was off the day the photographer came you will notice that the screen is blank.  The other photo shows the classroom setting which does not have much in the way of teaching aids except the teacher and her blackboard. 








In our country, where many children have their own laptops and all schools have computers, it is probably hard to imagine a school which would be very happy to receive six computers, email, Internet access, a website and the equipment needed to set this up.  Sister Mary who teaches at St Mary’s School Manivila, as well as looking after our sponsored children there, has asked if we could provide these for her.  
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
